Just a reminder as of January 1, 2010 the Port Clinton 

store is switching to the new inventory program.  Most of 

you have already seen the stickers that are now on the 

booksé Weôve been working for 2 months on the 

Inventory and still havenôt gotten all of our stock loaded 

into the computer!  Please be patient with us while we 

make this transition.    

 

All of the new books, fiction (all genres) paperbacks, 

Christian Fiction, and young children's books are entered 

into the inventory.  We are still working on Non-Fiction, 

YA & Hardbacks.   

 

As we stated before, all USED prices are now 40% of the 

retail price (or the going rate for the older books) with a 

min price of $1.18 for Fiction; and $.33 for Children & 

YA books.  Fiction HB are based on a retail price of 

$15.00, meaning youôll receive $2.25 in credit and pay 

$6.00 for all HB.   

 

You now receive 15% of the cover price (or the going 

rate) for all used books, and that credit can still be used 

towards half of your used book purchases.   

 

We had hoped to get the Clyde store up and running on 

the Inventory system by March 1, 2010; that date has 

been pushed back and we are estimating perhaps a June 

2010 date Iôll keep you posted as to where we stand with 

that.  

 

We hope you have a wonderful January! Keep warm and 

read lots!
